It is so important that you are regularly taking part in physical activity every single day, and there are many ways in which you can remain physically active. Zoom

To ensure the quality of learning in which your child receives, our class is now working within smaller groups via Zoom in both maths and English. Group sizes will consist of approximately 9-10 pupils, which will aid pupil engagement and communication with their learning. *All relevant information regarding pupils who are required for group teaching (including timings in which to access Zoom) will be posted each day on Google Classroom.
You are expected to attend a live Zoom meeting at 9:00am each day. It is extremely important that your child attends this Zoom call as this involves registration for the day, and an opportunity to ask questions and go through the day’s lesson objectives. Following on from this meeting at 9:00am, the day’s learning will take place. As previously mentioned, it is important that your child knows and understands what is required of them for that day (including whether they are required to attend Zoom teaching).
Our Zoom meeting ID and password will be posted on Google Classroom each day prior to our next day’s learning.

As a reminder, the timings of our daily Zoom sessions are included in the weekly timetable attached to this letter and are also written in bold. It is important that you enter each of our Zoom meetings with YOUR NAME so I know that you are from our class, otherwise I will not be able to accept you into the meeting. Remember, if you have a headset or pair of headphones that has a microphone, please plug these into your computer. You will also be able to hear me more clearly. Please try to be in a quiet room as your microphone picks up any background noise.
Google Classroom
All work in which your child is expected to complete will be uploaded to Google Classroom every day. It is important that you are logging onto Google Classroom every day and completing all relevant lessons and tasks that have been set.
