Communication      
 
This week’s project is ‘communication’.  I don’t want to structure your tasks too much this week as I 
would like you to choose the direction of your project yourself. 
 
By the end of the week, I would like you to produce a leaflet about your findings. 
 
Over the lockdown period, we have had to keep in touch with our friends and family in lots of 
different ways.  How have you been communicating?  Have you found new ways to keep in touch?
