Hello Broomsticks,

I hope you are safe and had a wonderful weekend.  

My letter this week is going to show you what your home learning tasks for this week are, whilst also providing you with information about Zoom lessons and Google Classroom. I have attached to this letter all of your learning objectives for maths and English for this week (week beginning 11th January 2021), as well as non-curricular lessons/ activities to be completed in the afternoon. Every learning task/ activity will be uploaded to Google Classroom on a daily basis (further information included later in this letter). 
Zoom
You are expected to attend a live Zoom meeting at 9:00am each day, which will include a daily register and also introduce you to the day’s lessons and activities. Following on from this meeting at 9:00am there will be a live virtual lesson in either maths or English, and then you will go away to complete an independent learning task in line with that lesson. There will be another Zoom live lesson at 11:00am, so you will need to remember to log into the Zoom call again to make sure you are in attendance for the lesson. The details for our Zoom meetings will be attached on our Google Classroom stream (the page you see when you log onto Google Classroom) the day before, so it is important that you log on to see the Zoom meeting ID and password. 
As a reminder, the timings of our daily Zoom sessions are included in the weekly timetable attached to this letter and are also written in bold. It is important that you enter each of our Zoom meetings with your name so I know that you are from our class, otherwise I will not be able to accept you into the meeting. Remember, if you have a headset or pair of headphones that has a microphone, please plug these into your computer. You will also be able to hear me more clearly. Please try to be in a quiet room as your microphone picks up any background noise. 
Google Classroom
All of the work in which your child is expected to complete will be uploaded to Google Classroom every day. We do require permission for your child to use Google Classroom and are still awaiting responses. If you are still to return permission and will allow your child to access Google Classroom, please can you email your permission to: googleclassroom6SD@fiveways.staffs.sch.uk. Google Classroom is an extremely safe and protected platform for your child to be using. 
On Monday, I will be making sure every pupil can log on to Google Classroom, so I will need to know if your child cannot access Google Classroom (for example, they may have forgotten their password).

Support with technology at home

The government have released information about support in which you could receive to help with data allowances, if your child is using a mobile device for our Zoom meetings. As always, you are expected to complete one maths and one English task each day, as well as other activities to do in the afternoon. Each of our maths and English lessons will begin with a warm up activity. During our lessons, pupils may be required to write down or record ideas, sentences or calculations that will be useful to them when completing independent work. So, it may be a good idea for your child to have a maths & English writing pad or booklet for them to refer to each day. 
As previously mentioned, all home learning tasks will be uploaded to Google Classroom on a daily basis, where you will need to submit your work to me so it can be marked and returned. Sometimes, we will be using MyMaths to support learning and work may also be completed in your CGP homework books. 
Remember to stay positive and smile. I am looking forward to seeing you on our next Zoom call.
