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Stories
· Read a story and retell it.

· Read part of a story and write your own ending.
· Read a whole story and write ‘the next adventure’.

· Read a story and write your own version of it with you as the main character.

· Make up an original story of your own.

Please be aware that a lot of story-writing in Year 2 is retelling a familiar story or adapting a familiar story.
Poetry

· Read some poetry and write a poem in the same style, e.g. a poem about a season, about a special friend or feeling a particular emotion.
Postcard

· Imagine your dream holiday and write a postcard to a friend.
Recount

· Write a diary of your day – a real day or an imaginary day, e.g. the day I met the Queen.
Report

Why not do some research using books or online resources (with an adult).
Why not give your report an exciting title, images and subheadings.
· Write a report including sections of facts about animals, e.g. ocean animals, creatures that fly, weird and wonderful animals, brilliant bugs, poisonous animals, the tiniest animals, the most enormous animals.
· Write a report including sections of facts about your favourite sport, e.g. including famous athletes, your own experiences of the sport.

Letter

· If you admire a particular author, sports person or someone famous, why not write a letter to them and see if they write back to you.
Please note, these are all optional suggestions and not homework.  Please remember, the children gain most benefit from reading, evaluating and developing their writing with an adult either as they are working or after working independently.
You may wish to use success criteria to support your writing development.

Please be aware that to be assessed as writing at a particular standard, the children need to be able to write their own success criteria.  Assessment writing includes blank success criteria that the children fill in themselves, written before they write as targets to aim for, during their writing to catalogue the skills they are using or after writing to evaluate how effectively they wrote.
